18 – Scrap about five things you just have to have (ok so you really don’t 
need them, but you certainly want them!) 

19 – June 21st is the first day of summer - scrap your top ten favorite 
things about summer. 

20 - Are you keeping up with your recipe book? June is National Seafood 
Month! Create a recipe card featuring seafood! Need some ideas? Check out

22- Scrap a page with a bunch of tiny strips of paper at haphazard angles 
like this pile.
